Principal Risks and Uncertainties

The Irish Lung Fibrosis Association’s income is mainly derived from fundraising activities. Public support by way of
volunteer time and donations has been generous and future income is dependent on the continuation of such
contributions.

The directors meet regularly to oversee the activities of the charity and they maintain systems of internal control over
income and expenditure, although there is no practical means of completely ensuring that all donations intended for
the charity are actually received by it.

Financial Results
The deficit for the year amounted to €30,858 compared to a surplus in 2017 of €22,874.

At the end of the year, the company has assets of €312,261 (2017 - €341,525) and liabilities of €6,382 (2017 -
€4,788). The net assets of the company have decreased by €30,858.
